Learn the Bass first,and in order that it may be perfectly distinct,practise it two octaves higher
than it is written. . Begin very slowly, slways sustaining and accenting the scmibrewe and crotchet,
which must be held down their full time. Gradually increase the rapidity until the demisecmiquavers
can be played as qluck and light as a trill and turn. Then play with both hands and if the effect

be produced of an Air with a rapid and delicate accompaniment,the Compesers intention will be answered .
